(b) Subject to clause (a) the tenure of nominated
members of the Managing Committee shall be three
years provided that a member shall be eligible for
re-nomination as member,

(¢) A member of the Managing Committee shall
cease to be such member if he tesigns, becomes of
un-sound mind. insolvent, convicted of a criminal
offence involving moral turpitude or is transferred
from his present office by vitue of which he was so
appointed,

(d) A resignation of membarship shall be tendered
to the Chairman of the Managing Committee and
shall not take effect until it is accepted on behalf of
the Commitee by the Chairman; and

(¢) Aay vacancy in the Managing Committee caused
by any of the above mentioned reasons or by death
shall be filled by nomination by the Chairman.

8. Use of the Fund.~-Tt shall be lawful for the
Managing Committee to expand the moneys in the
fund for the objects of the fund as mentioned above.

9. Application of the Fund.—Subject to the provi-
sions of the Chariteble Endowments Act 1890 (6 of
1890), the Managing Committce shall have the
nower to control and administer the Fund and to
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invest the same or any par: thereof as it may con-
sider necessury having regard to the objects of  the
fund.

10. Conduct of Business.—(i) The Managing Com-
mittec may meet for the coaduct of business adjourn
and otherwise regulate its mecting and proceedings as
may be determined by the bye laws to be framed by
the said Commuttee ,

(ii) The quorum for a Meeting of the Maunaging
Committee shall be 3 members personally present at
the Mceting and meeting of the Managing Committes
at which a quorum is present shall be competent to
exercise all or any of the functions of the said Com-
nittee

(iii) The meeting shall be presided over by the
Chairman or in his absenée by the Vice-Chairman of
the Managing Committce. In case the Chairman and
the Vice-Chairman are noi present in a meeting, it
shall be presided over by an official member elected
at the meeting;

(ivy Every matter shall be determined by a maijo-
rity of votes of the mcmbers present and voting;

(v) The Members Sccrctary shall have no right to
vote; and

(v) In case of equality of votes the maltter shall
be decided according to the casting votc of the Chair-
man of the Committee of meeting, as the case may
be.

11. Notice of the Meeting.—(a) Normally fiftcen
days notice shzll be given for the convening of ordi-
_mary meetings of the Managing Committee; and

(b) Emergency Meetings may, however, be called
‘At any time without prior notice, at the discretion
of the Chairman of the Managing Committee.

12. Appointment of Sub-Committee -—(a) The
Managing Committee, for the purposz of imple-
menting its policies, may appoint an Exccutive Com-
mittee from mnongst its members,

(b) It may also appoint on¢ or more Advisory
Committce from amongst its members or their repre-
sentatives or such persons including non-oflicials, as
may be co-opted a members or advisers, tq scruti-
nise schemes or other proposals for assistance from
the Fund and submit them with its recommendations
to the Managing Committec and to advise the
Managing Committec on other matters connccted
with the administration of the Fund.

13. Contracts.—All contracts and other assurances
shall be in the name of the Managing Committee and
signed on its behalf by the Secretary, Kendriya Sainik

- Board.

<. . 14. Members of the Managing Committee not
Entitled to Remuneration.—Members of the Manag-.
ing Commitice shall not be enutled to any remuncru-
tion.

15. Appointment

of Staff.—Such staff as the

_ Managing Commilttee may consider necessary shall be

appointed by the Managing Committee and their
remuneration and the terms of appointment shall be
fixed by the Managing Committe¢, The expenditure
on such staff shall be met from the Fund.

16. Deposit and  Investment of Moneys.—The
Funds will be invested in appropriate trustee securi-
ties, or in the State Bank of India, or in any
NMationaliscd Bank, or in a Public Sector Undertaking.

17. Operation of Accounts.—The accounts of the
Fund shall bc operated jointly by the Secrctary of the
Fund and Director General Rescttlement, Ministry of
Defence, on behalf of the Managing Committee of
the Fund,

18. Accounts and  Audit—(1) The regular
accounts shall be kept of all moneys and properties
belonging to the fund and shall be audited by firm
of Chartered Accountants or any other recognised
auditor, as may be appointed by the Managing
Committee,

(2) The Auditor shall inter-alia also certify that
the expenditure from the Fund has been correctly in-
curred in accordance with the objects of the Fund for
the regulation and management of the Fund.

(3) Copies of the Annual Accounts of the Fund
duly audited and certified by the auditors of ' the
Fund shall be submitted to the Managing Committee
every year. et

19. Periodical Reports.—Annual Report showing
the schemes financed from the Fund, and the annual
audited statement of accounts shall be rendered to
the Managing Committee of the Fund by the Mem-
ber Secretary of the Fund after the close of the finan~
cial vear, but not later than six months thereafter.

Additional  Endowments.—The
Managing Committee may receive any additional
endowments, donations or other contributions in
augmentation of the moneys and properties of the
fund or for general purposes of the Fund. It may
also receive endowments, donations or other contri-
butions for any special purpose connected with this
Scheme not inconsistant with or calculated to impede
the due working of the provisions of this Scheme.
